NNSA Awards Bronze Medal Award to Mark Livesay of Y-12

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. – The National Nuclear Security Administration today announced that Mark Livesay of the 

Y-12 Site Office has been recognized with an NNSA Bronze Medal Award for his role in startup activities for the Highly Enriched Uranium Materials Facility and for his role as a site champion for transformation activities at the Y-12 National Security Complex. 

“Mr. Livesay has demonstrated a strong commitment to public service and has made highly significant contributions to critical national nuclear security programs at the Department of Energy and the National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA).  His career of accomplishments deserves special recognition for his many acts of public service,” said Brigadier General Garrett Harencak, NNSA Principal Assistant Deputy Administrator for Military Applications.  General Harencak presented the award to Livesay in ceremonies held recently at Y-12.

Livesay has almost 30 years of management and engineering experience in the federal and commercial nuclear industry.  He joined the Y-12 Site Office (YSO) staff in 1990 and has served as a facility safety engineer, facility representative, nuclear safety systems engineer, and program manager at Y-12.  He currently serves as the Team Lead for the Strategic Partnerships and Planning Team for YSO’s Programs & Business Management organization. Before joining DOE, he served as a nuclear safety systems engineer for the Tennessee Valley Authority at the Watts Bar Nuclear Plant. 

Livesay received a B.S. degree in mechanical engineering from the University of Tennessee and a Master of business administration from Auburn University.  He and his family live in Knoxville, Tennessee.
