· B&W Y-12 earned an “Outstanding” rating of 92 out of a possible 100 from the National Nuclear Security Administration for its fiscal year 2009 performance.

· Y-12’s successes included the W76-1 Stockpile Life Extension Program deliverables made ahead of the Pantex plant’s “needs” schedule; significantly exceeding the baseline dismantlement scope and disposal of 90,000 cubic feet of classified parts; and substantial reduction in a backlog of aqueous safe bottles containing enriched uranium solutions.
· NNSA also credited B&W Y-12 with completion of transition milestones as it prepares to begin operations of the new Highly Enriched Uranium Materials Facility; “significant” progress on preliminary design for a proposed Uranium Processing Facility; removal of material from Building 9201-5 to support its downgrade to non-nuclear status; establishment of a training center for first responders; fabrication of new HEU Equivalent Radiological Signature Training Devices; “excellent” support for a proposed new Complex Command Center; and numerous safety and environmental awards. B&W Y-12 also provided “superb overall support” for work funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.
· Five improvement areas cited by NNSA include contractor assurance and issues management; document quality; industrial hygiene recognition and control; the critique process; and use of out-of-calibration equipment.
· In FY2010, the priority for B&W Y-12 and NNSA remains a commitment to safely and securely accomplishing missions including meeting W76 LEP mission production requirements; exceeding dismantlement and disposition goals and continuing to drive down costs associated with those operations; dispositioning nuclear materials; moving materials into HEUMF; deploying additional security initiatives; and continuing UPF design progress.
