· Sandia National Laboratories received an overall “outstanding” rating on its fiscal year 2009 Performance Evaluation Report from the National Nuclear Security Administration. 
· This is the fourth consecutive year Sandia has achieved the outstanding rating. This rating would normally allow NNSA to award another year of contract extension, as in past years; however, the terms of the management contract do not allow any further such extensions. 
· Sandia continues to demonstrate exceptional leadership across the nuclear weapons complex and to provide high-quality scientific and engineering support of the United States’ national security interests. 

· The Performance Evaluation Report presents DOE/NNSA’s appraisal of Sandia Corporation’s performance in managing and operating the Sandia National Laboratories. The performance score consists of the mission and operations performance groups. Sandia’s mission-related performance was rated as outstanding.  Its operations performance received a rating of “good” which was a reflection of some recommended areas of improvement regarding safety and Sandia’s management oversight system; particularly in reference to safety-related incidents in FY09. 

· Achievements in mission performance include:

· Sandia’s Microsystems and Engineering Sciences Applications (MESA) Fab received Department of Defense (DoD) “Trusted Design and Foundry” accreditation for both unclassified and classified silicon integrated circuits used in the US Military and national security applications.

· Sandia worked in conjunction with Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL) and Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory (LLNL) to deliver on the tri-lab Common Computing Environment to provide an integrated tri-lab environment, leveraging work at all laboratories which benefited all and continues to consolidate efforts to eliminate unnecessary and expensive redundancy.

· Sandia successfully completed NNSA’s upgrade of the Red Storm system ahead of the scheduled completion date. This successful upgrade provided capability improvements to the machine by replacing dual core nodes with quad core processors and increasing memory throughout the system.
· Impressive scientific breakthroughs and substantial progress on various Laboratory Directed Research and Development (LDRD) and LDRD Grand Challenge Projects, including Network Discovery, Quantum Information, Metamaterials, Featureless Tagging Tracking, Advanced Circuit Integration, and SunShine to Petrol.

· In the area of performance incentives, Sandia was cited for achievements in nuclear weapons work and for the disposal of nuclear material.
· Sandia National Laboratories is a multi-program laboratory operated by Sandia Corporation, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Lockheed Martin company, for the U.S. Department of Energy’s National Nuclear Security Administration. With main facilities in Albuquerque, N.M., and Livermore, Calif., Sandia has major R&D responsibilities in national security, energy and environmental technologies, and economic competitiveness.
