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OAK RIDGE CONTRIBUTIONS TO COMBINED FEDERAL CAMPAIGN 

SHOW SIGNIFICANT INCREASE

Oak Ridge, Tenn. – Oak Ridge Federal employees have significantly increased their contributions to the Combined Federal Campaign, with a 14 percent increase over the 2005 campaign total.

Approximately $113,000 was raised during the Fall 2006 campaign held by Oak Ridge-based employees of the Department of Energy (DOE) and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s Atmospheric Turbulence and Diffusion Division.  DOE offices in Oak Ridge include the Oak Ridge Office, Office of Scientific and Technical Information, Office of the Inspector General, the National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) Y-12 Site Office and the NNSA Office of Secure Transportation Eastern Command. 

The Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) is one of the world's largest and most successful annual workplace giving campaigns.  Each year, donations by Federal civilian, postal and military donors help to raise millions of dollars to support eligible non-profit organizations that provide health and human service benefits throughout the world.  

In a recent CFC celebration, Y-12 Site Office employees were recognized as the top agency per capita contributor for the Fall 2006 campaign in Oak Ridge.  This marks the second consecutive year that YSO employees led in the CFC campaign as the top agency per capita contributor.  YSO also was ranked first in the percentage of participation among area federal agencies. 

Theodore Sherry, manager of the Y-12 Site Office, said:  “I am delighted with the results of this year’s campaign.  I am very pleased that the amount of contributions to CFC increased for the entire Oak Ridge Federal workforce.  This shows our strong support for this important campaign that does so much to enrich our community.”

During the campaign drive, the Department’s Oak Ridge Office also sponsored an employee book fair and basket auction which resulted in employee contributions of approximately $6,900.

“Our employees answered the call once again,” said Gerald Boyd, manager of the Department of Energy’s Oak Ridge Office.  “We had a highly successful year due to the generosity of employees at these agencies, and this level of participation proves, once again, how much we support and value our community.”
