She also supports the Uranium Processing Facility Integrated Project Team and the YSO Design Basis Threat safety and security integration activities.

Before joining the YSO staff in 2000, Robbins served as a facility representative at the Department of Energy’s Rocky Flats Site, Denver, Colorado.  She and her husband, Kyle, live in Knoxville.
