BRONZE MEDAL AWARD 

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. -- Anna Beard, senior project manager with the National Nuclear Security Administration’s (NNSA) Y-12 Site Office, has received the NNSA Bronze Medal Award of Excellence for her distinguished service in the national security of the United States.
The NNSA award was presented to Beard by Robert D. Herrera, NNSA Director of Infrastructure and Facilities Management, during a ground breaking ceremony held last week at Y-12.  The event was held to recognize the start of construction of a $63 million project to upgrade aging potable water systems at Y-12.   The citation was signed by Thomas D’Agostino, NNSA Administrator.

Beard is currently responsible for the Potable Water Systems Upgrades Project and the Steam Plant Life Extension Project, which are currently in design and construction phases.

She received a B.S. degree in mechanical 
engineering from Tennessee State University in 1987.  She is a certified Level III and PMI, Project Management Professional.
