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MANAGEMENT CHANGES ANNOUNCED AT THE Y-12 SITE OFFICE

Vereb, Olberding Step into New Management Positions

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. – Terry Olberding and Tom Vereb have been have been named to senior management positions in the National Nuclear Security Administration’s (NNSA) Y-12 Site Office.

The Y-12 National Security Complex (Y-12) is a key facility in the U.S. Nuclear Weapons Complex and is responsible for ensuring the safety, reliability, and security of the nuclear weapons stockpile and serves as the nation’s primary repository of highly enriched uranium.  The Y-12 Site Office (YSO) is responsible for program oversight, contract and administrative management, and technical evaluation and assessment to meet this mission.  

Olberding has been named Assistant Manager for Operations Management.  In this position, she is responsible for the oversight of the day-to-day operations,  conduct of operations, maintenance, training, occurrence reporting, and the startup and restart of nuclear facilities at Y-12.  She replaces Dan Hoag, who serves as YSO Senior Project Director.

Ted Sherry, YSO Manager, said, "Terry’s extensive experience in the multi-faceted world of the Site Office makes her a natural fit as the Assistant Manager of Operations Management.  She has the technical knowledge needed to ensure that operations at the plant meet the mission needs of the NNSA.”  

Vereb has been named Assistant Manager for Administration for YSO, replacing Olberding, who has been acting in this capacity since November 2007.  In this position, Vereb is responsible for the management and administration of contracting, procurement, auditing, budgeting, Congressional responses, contractor and federal employee concerns, contractor and federal human resources, contractor fee administration, general business, and financial management at Y-12.

During her seven years with the Y-12 Site Office, Olberding has had a broad range of responsibilities which includes the oversight of program and project management; environment, safety, and health; and engineering.  Her major accomplishments include delivering on important Defense Programs commitments to leading the modernization effort at the Y-12 Site.  Before joining the Y-12 staff in 2000, Olberding held technical positions with the DOE’s Oak Ridge Operations Office and the Tennessee Valley Authority.  She received a B.S. degree in engineering from the University of Tennessee and is registered as a Professional Engineer in mechanical engineering.

Vereb recently retired from the U.S. Air Force as a Colonel after completing almost 27 years of service in financial management.  He previously served as the Deputy Comptroller in the Comptroller Directorate, Headquarters United States Special Operations Command, located at MacDill Air Force Base, Florida.  As the Command’s Deputy Comptroller, Vereb was responsible for senior leader advice and oversight of a budget in excess of $8.5 billion annually supporting all world-wide special operations functions and activities.  Vereb also was the comptroller squadron commander and senior financial advisor at three large installations, including Sheppard AFB, TX, Kirtland AFB, NM, and Langley AFB, VA.  He also held various positions at two Major Command Headquarters, and commanded the U. S. Air Force’s Comptroller and Financial Management Schoolhouse.  Vereb holds a B.S. degree in business management from the University of Dayton in Dayton, Ohio, and an Masters of business administration.  His military decorations include the Defense Superior Service Medal, the Bronze Star and the Air Force Meritorious Service Medal with five Oak Leaf Clusters.
