OAK RIDGE, Tenn. -- Dale Christenson has been named Federal Project Director for the Highly Enriched Uranium Materials Facility at the Y-12 National Security Complex.

Christenson replaces Scott Cannon, who is now serving as the Director of the Pit Disassembly and Conversion Facility Office, located at the Department of Energy Savannah River Site, South Carolina.  
Christenson previously served as the Deputy Federal Project Director for the Highly Enriched Uranium Materials Facility (HEUMF) and as the Federal Project Director for Y-12’s Security Improvements Project, which is modernizing the security and alarm monitoring systems across the Y-12 site.

Before joining the YSO staff, Christenson served as a construction engineer on the Superconducting Super Collider project south of Dallas, Texas, and as a nuclear engineer on the New Production Reactor project supporting the Heavy Water Reactor design team.
