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DOE OAK RIDGE CONTRIBUTIONS TOP $138,000 

FOR 2008 COMBINED FEDERAL CAMPAIGN

(8 percent contribution increase over 2007)

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. – U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) employees have increased their contributions to the Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) by 8 percent over last year. 

 “Once again, ORO employees’ devotion and generosity to this campaign, particularly during such uncertain economic times is something I am very proud of,” said Gerald Boyd, DOE ORO Manager.  “I would like to extend a special thanks to the 2008 Chair Melanie Kent, as well as the campaign key workers and certainly all of the employees who contributed.” 

Approximately $138,000 was raised during the 2008 campaign held by Oak Ridge-based employees of the DOE Oak Ridge Office (ORO), the National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) Y-12 Site Office (YSO), the Office of Scientific and Technical Information (OSTI), the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s Atmospheric Turbulence and Diffusion Division, the DOE Office of Inspector General, and the NNSA Office of Secure Transportation Eastern Command. 

Ted Sherry, NNSA YSO Manager, said “I’m very pleased with the outcome of this year’s campaign which will provide much needed funds for many worthwhile causes and charities not only in our own community, but literally across the globe.  I’m proud that DOE employees in Oak Ridge have stepped up and made this year’s CFC campaign a priority.”  

During the CFC drive, the ORO also sponsored special events including a book fair, basket auction, and shirt sales which resulted in contributions of approximately $10,000.  The NNSA  Y-12 Site Office also held a “ceramic basket” auction and t-shirt sale that resulted in over $1,000 in additional cash donations to CFC above regular employee contributions.  

In the recent CFC celebration, DOE ORO was recognized as the top agency per capita, with the NNSA Y-12 Site Office and OSTI placing second and third, respectively.

NNSA Y-12 Site Office employees were recognized as the top agency percentage contributor for the 2008 campaign, with the Office of Inspector General and the OSTI office placing second and third, respectively.  

The top Key Workers receiving awards for the 2008 CFC included:  DOE ORO employees Elizabeth Philips, Barbara Seiber, and Michael Pitts; NNSA Y-12 Site Office, Julieanne Rendon; OSTI, Charlene Luther; and, Office of the Inspector General, Mark Widner.  Key Workers are instrumental in the distribution of informational materials to employees at the kickoff of the Campaign and the preparation of closeout materials for results achieved during the drive.

The CFC is the only authorized annual solicitation of federal employees in their workplaces on behalf of approved charitable organizations and causes around the world.  Each year, donations by federal, civilian, postal, and military donors help to raise millions of dollars to support eligible non-profit organizations that provide health and human service benefits both in their community and throughout the world.
